












Making an Impact
It isn’t enough to just say an impact has been made. 

At National CORE, documenting change is an important goal. 

The organization tracks a number of key indicators of progress.

The Supplemental Education Services tutoring 
program offered by National CORE’s affiliate Hope 
Through Housing has shown to increase reading 
fluency by 148% and reading comprehension by 
double. These significant statistics are especially 
noteworthy when considering the economic and 
social challenges facing the children targeted for 
this program. 

Hope Through Housing’s After School and Beyond 
program allows families to access an array of after-
school services.  Many After School and Beyond 
children report their parents are too busy (53%) 
or lack the ability (51%) to assist with homework. 
Seventy-five percent of youth participants reported 
that they get more homework done at the program 
compared to at home and 81% believe they do a 
better job of completing homework at the program 
than at home.  

After School and Beyond provides much needed 
access to computers and the Internet which is 
important since more than 47% of residents 
have no computer in their homes. 

More than 15% of National CORE residents move 
on to home ownership. According to exit interviews 
with residents who move out of National CORE 
communities, the two top reasons given are (1) 
purchase of a home, and (2) moving out of the area. 

City officials often ask if their affordable housing 
investment is truly benefiting local residents. A 
distance study conducted at Vista Terraza in San 
Diego, California found that an overwhelming 95% 
of new residents moved to the property from a median 
distance of 16 miles.  

National CORE communities promote housing 
stability. The average length of residency in a National 
CORE property is 2.5 years, the same rate of nearby 
market rate apartment communities. Fewer than 
30% of residents stay less than one year and 56% stay 
between 1 and 5 years.  These statistics indicate that 
residency at a National CORE property is a step along 
the way to greater economic achievement. 

Making a Difference

According to exit interviews with 
residents who move out of National CORE 
communities, the two top reasons given are 

(1) purchase of a home, and (2) moving out 
of the area. In fact, 15% of National CORE 

residents move on to home ownership.
